Science Intent 
At Whittaker Moss Primary School, our Science curriculum aims to provide engaging, hands-on learning experiences for all children. Our inclusive, cross-curricular approach, which is delivered through PLAN Science planning, supported through Curriculum 22, enables children to develop their scientific knowledge, skills, and conceptual understanding through thematic, integrated units of work.  Scientific strands are consolidated throughout the children’s journey through school, to ensure that the learning is embedded, and skills are successfully developed. We intend for our children to make exciting new discoveries through Science and to have the skills and knowledge to work scientifically. Throughout our Science curriculum, we celebrate opportunities to develop inquisitive learning across STEM. We learn about Capital and careers in Science and encourage our children to become ambitious, critical thinkers. Our intention is that Science promotes excitement and curiosity in our children. We aim to prepare our learners for a successful future by providing enrichment opportunities and an awareness of the environment in our ever-changing world. 
Science Implementation
Our whole curriculum is shaped by our school vision which aims to enable all children, regardless of background, ability, or additional needs, to flourish and become the very best version of themselves they can possibly be. We teach the National Curriculum, supported by a clear skills and knowledge progression. This ensures that skills and knowledge are built on year by year and sequenced appropriately to maximise learning for all children. Science at Whittaker Moss is inclusive, supportive, and challenging. Scientific concepts and skills are taught in a wide range of exciting and engaging ways. We aim to make Science memorable for children whilst allowing them to develop a broad range of skills and understanding, which are built on throughout their school journey. Children take part in practical, investigative learning in Science. They explore new ideas, learn how to solve problems and how to think critically. Children express their individual ideas, reflect on their learning, and present their findings in a wide variety of ways. At Whittaker Moss, we provide cross-curricular opportunities for children; we make links to other subjects and allow children to apply their Science knowledge and skills. We also provide varied innovative enrichment experiences, which enhance learning and develop understanding in Science. 
At Whittaker Moss, children in EYFS will be introduced to science through the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) Curriculum Guidance. The Early Learning Goals (ELGs) for ‘Understanding the World’ forms the foundation for later work in science, design and technology, history, geography, and ICT. The children are provided with stimulating activities based on firsthand experience that encourage exploration, observation, problem solving, prediction, critical thinking, decision making and discussion. We provide an environment with a wide range of indoor and outdoor experiences that stimulate their natural interest and curiosity.
