	2. Look at the relationship part of the curriculum looking at the elements that will be taught in different areas of the school.





	KM went through the families and people who care for us element looking at examples of what will be taught from nursery up to year 6. The group agreed that this provided a good way to deliver the curriculum. Parents asked if they felt children would be disrespectful towards others beliefs about marriage. It was discussed by all that we didn’t feel this would be the case and staff would ensure that an environment would be created where everyone’s opinions and beliefs would be valued and respected. They also felt that the lessons that were seen were age appropriate.
KM then went through the relationship part of the dimensions’ curriculum. Parents again liked the resources and the lesson plans.  They asked if we would teach about non binary or transgender.  KM explained that this is not on our curriculum however if it came up in some class discussion teachers would ensure age appropriate answers were given.  If teachers were unsure they would seek advice before answering these questions.  However, it was stressed that we do not teach this explicitly in a primary school. We discussed the possibility of a transgender child being at the school and discussed that this would be handled sensitively with consultation of the child and their family.
