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At Whittaker Moss Primary, the integrated curriculum is designed with our pupils and the Whittaker Moss community in mind. It intends to recognise children’s prior learning, provide memorable first hand learning experiences, allow the children to develop interpersonal skills, build resilience and become creative, critical thinkers through being rooted in enquiry.
The curriculum is coherently planned and sequenced using the Early Years Foundation Stage Framework, National Curriculum and the Locally Agreed R.E. Syllabus. It also includes the explicit teaching of PSHE and Healthy Relationships Education. The teaching of British Values permeates our curriculum. The curriculum is ambitious for all pupils, regardless of need or ability. The learning is underpinned by the teaching of basic skills, knowledge, concepts and values. We constantly provide enrichment opportunities to engage learning.
