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Personal, Social and Health Education Policy

A whole school approach 
At Whittaker Moss Primary School, we believe that education in PSHE enables children to become healthier, more independent and more responsible members of society. PSHE also leads to greater resilience in children and encourages them to become more effective learners across the curriculum, enhancing a ‘readiness’ to learn
We are committed to the development of children’s social and emotional skills, children’s self-esteem, their health and well-being.  We are committed to developing the children’s responsibilities towards themselves, others in school and the local and global community.  This commitment is present through our positive school ethos and guides the systems, policies and ‘every-day’ running of the school.   Our PSHE and PSED (Early Years Curriculum) are recognised as an important aspect of the curriculum; where teaching and learning focusing on the development of these skills and responsibilities.  In addition to developing knowledge and understanding to help make informed choices, our curriculum promotes the spiritual, moral, cultural, mental and physical development which reflects the specific needs of the pupils but also reflects the universal needs shared by all pupils.
Intent
•To know and understand what constitutes a healthy lifestyle. 
•To be aware of safety and risk issues. 
•To understand what makes a good relationship with others. 
•To learn to respect and understand common humanity, diversity and differences so that they can go on to form the effective, fulfilling relationships that are an essential part of life and learning. 
•To be an independent and responsible member of the school, local and global community. 
•To gain an understanding of their role as citizens. 
•To find out about main political and social institutions which affect their lives and to know and understand what it means to be a positive and active member of a democratic society. 
•To develop confidence and self-esteem. 
•To be able to make informed decisions about personal, social, physical, spiritual, moral and cultural issues. 
•To develop financial capability skills for future economic well-being.

Implementation
The opportunities for the delivery of PSHE are many and varied.  All staff are aware of the values and appreciate their own role as teachers of PSHE in their daily work and implementing the schools Values and Vision.  A combination of the following provision provides a whole school approach:
•Discrete curriculum time 
•Additional curriculum time (due to Covid) to support mental health
•Teaching PSHE through and in other subject/curriculum areas 
•Through PSHE activities and school events 
As a school, we are dedicated to the use of 3D Dimensions across the school, and then support this learning through Anti-bullying weeks, specific Drugs Education learning objectives and Healthy Relationships Education learning across the school.
PSHE is also taught through story, song and rhyme with the younger children in school and Circle Time also gives the opportunity to discuss events within school and the wider world in a secure and sensitive manner alongside the Dimensions curriculum.

SMSC and British Values 

SMSC stands for Spiritual, Moral, Social and Cultural education. The SMSC curriculum at Whittaker Moss Primary School is weaved into elements of our Cornerstones Curriculum as well as 3D dimensions. It is also covered through extra activities such as school trips and clubs. The aim of the SMSC curriculum is to prepare each child for life in modern Britain. 

Inclusion 
Children of all abilities and beliefs should have access to the PSHE/PSED curriculum.  Provision for children with Special Educational Needs (SEN) is the responsibility of the class teacher with support from the SEND and Pastoral leads. 
It is the class teacher’s responsibility to ensure that all children, regardless of gender, ethnicity, race, religion, language, ability or sexual orientation and social circumstances have access to the PSHE/PSED curriculum.  Stereotypical attitudes should be discussed and all children should be encouraged to participate.   
Within the planning for PSHE/PSED, consideration is taken for groupings, resources, other adults in the classroom, times taken for task, type of task or activity.  There is also an awareness of anything that might be deemed ‘sensitive’ to a particular child.  In the case of that event, the child’s parent or carer will be informed before the lesson or activity takes place.  Good communication between class teachers, co-ordinator and Inclusion team is paramount. 
Impact
PSHE developer will monitor the progress of PSHE across the school, through learning walks, work scrutiny, monitoring of the Sonar data, pupil voice and inclusion and will work closely with the SEND, behaviour and mental health leads with incidents surrounds behaviours and mental health. 
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
