How does 

he help us? (Continuing to focus on showing interest in 

different occupations).

- Counting

Literacy- As writers we will be … 

• Developing mark-making and pencil control in different ways  

such as: Drawing wanted posters, creating simple story maps,  

drawing items for Red Riding Hood's basket. 

• Continuing to develop our ability to write our names by tracing 

initially to develop control and become familiar with the 

letters/formation. 

• Continuing to give meaning to the marks we make.
