If children wish to wear boots in winter, these should be black and with a sensible heel.
Please remind children that everything needs to be named!
Hair Bands and Bobbles / Hairstyles
Any hair bobbles worn at school should be plain and in school colours or a dark colour e.g. navy, black. Headbands should be thin and plain, again in school colours or a dark colour e.g. navy, black. Fancy bands with adornments e.g. large flowers should not be worn for school. Extreme hairstyles e.g. tramlines and braids are not permitted.
 PE and Games Kit
Children will need the following for PE lessons at Whittaker Moss:
· Plain Black or navy shorts/leggings
· Plain White T-shirt
· Black pumps.
Children in Key Stage 2 also need a Games kit for school which should comprise of:
· Plain Black or navy tracksuit
· Plain White T-shirt
· Trainers
· If the children do not have the correct kit in school, we hold some spare garments in school.

Jewellery in School
NO jewellery is allowed other than plain ear studs and a watch. This decision was taken by governors and has been compulsory from September 2008.
As we discourage the wearing of any jewellery in school, for health and safety
reasons, if jewellery is worn, the risk of loss or damage must be taken by the parent.
Ear Piercing
If parents wish to have their child’s ears pierced, this must be done at a time when the healing process can be completed before the child returns to school - an ideal time would be at the start of the summer break.
P.E. and games lessons are a compulsory part of the National Curriculum and children cannot be excused from the lessons whilst their ears heal up following piercing.
