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Starry Night
This project explores the differences in the world at night compared to during
the day. It teaches children about the importance of a good night’s sleep, and

helps them to discover what is happening in the world while they are sleeping,
including finding out about nocturnal animals.

Parent information X

In the Starry Night project, your child will explore the differences between the world at night time compared with daytime,
through a range of exciting and creative activities. They will find out about nocturnal animals and how they find food when it
is dark. They will find out about people who work at night and the different jobs that people do when we are asleep. They will
discuss bedtime routines and the importance of a good night's sleep. They will explore the night sky and find out about the
Moon and stars.

« See how the Moon changes shape each night.

« Go on a short walk after dark or go into the garden. Take a torch to light the way. Discuss how things look different in
the dark.

Morning Activities

If
you wish to buy a school book bag or
uniform (optional) these can be bought from
Moses and Ziggys in Rochdale.

Bookbags are very useful for sending
home important letters and the
children’s work.

Nursery Entrances & Exits

We use different entrances to drop off and
pick up at nursery. Please see the times
below.

Nursery Entrance- drop off -Morning drop
off is at 8:45am through the main nursery
door only which is next to the ball park at
the front of school.

School Main Entrance- Morning pick up at
11:45am, Lunch time drop off at 11:30am
(for lunch) or 12:45pm for the afternoon
session and afternoon pick up at 2:45pm
(depending on your child’s hours).

The school main entrance is also used to
drop off and pick up for dragons den (our
before and after school club). The door to
dragons den is located to the left inside the
main entrance.

Nursery Exit- pick up -At 3:45pm the
children leave nursery from the conservatory
door at the back of nursery. Access to this is
through the nursery outdoor area next to the
main playground.

Nursery Rewards

Every week we celebrate the children’s work
and achievements during our ‘Celebration
time’. Children’s photos will be displayed on
the proud wall if they win a certificate and we
will share this with you on Tapestry. Children
receive certificates for Star of the Week (whole
school reward) and for being the Dojo winner
(whole school reward). The staff at lunch time
also choose a lunchtime superstar for the
week. We also have a treasure tin of prizes at
nursery which the children can choose from as
part of their rewards and if they win star of
the week. If they win the dojo award they also
get to take Monty the dojo monster home for
the weekend.




The children do not need a PE kit for nursery
as we have physical development embedded
throughout our curriculum so we develop
these skills daily. We do have a hall slot for
P.E but the children can just take part in
their uniforms. You may wish to buy a P.E
bag for your child’s spare clothes.
