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This checklist has been drawn up to support schools in their response to the DfE guidance published 2nd June 2020, and has now been amended in the light of the August 7th update of that document and the current North of England local restrictions, extended on August 14th.  It is compiled from the ‘must’ and ‘should’ statements in that guidance, and it is for schools to use as they wish.  It provides you with a means of being certain that you have complied with all ‘must’ statements and responded to all ‘should’ ones.  New ‘must’ statements are highlighted green, new ‘should’ statements red, and implications of the North of England local restrictions are blue. 
The guidance in the risk assessment checklists previously circulated (HR, Health and Safety, Infection Control and FM) remains relevant.  Schools should continue to have regard to those checklists in their review of risk assessments.
The key actions for schools are in sections one, two, five and the annex.  Sections three and four are largely reminders of information already released, though section four now includes advice on GCSE results days.

Section 1: Public Health

It is the government's plan that all pupils, in all year groups, will return to school full-time from the beginning of the Autumn term 2020. This guidance is intended to support schools, both mainstream and alternative provision, to prepare for this. The risk to children themselves of becoming severely ill from Coronavirus (Covid-19) is very low and there are negative health impacts of being out of school. This guidance is intended to support schools, both mainstream and alternative provision, to prepare for this, and the first section of this guidance sets out the public health advice schools must follow to minimise the risks of Coronavirus (Covic-19) transmission. It also includes the process that should be followed if anyone develops Coronavirus (Covid-19) symptoms while at school. This guidance has been developed with advice from Public Health England.

	Schools planning to open their doors to pupils on results day should continue to follow the hierarchy of controls they have used over the summer term.

Schools should consider the potential for broader social mixing outside school when deciding their approach and communicate with pupils about not socialising with each other in large groups outside school.
